
Public Hearing  December 30, 2003 

 At 7:18 p.m. Deputy Supervisor Carges called to order a public hearing at the Town Hall, 
18 State Street, Brockport, New York, on December 30, 2003.  The purpose of the public hearing 
is to consider the Fire Protection Contract for the year 2004 and to hear all persons interested in 
this matter.  Said contract, between the Town of Sweden, the Village of Brockport and the 
Volunteer Fire Companies, provides for fire protection in the Town of Sweden outside of the 
Village of Brockport, during the calendar year of 2004 for a total sum of $295,343. 
 
 Town Board Members present were Councilperson Carges, Councilperson Wheat, 
Councilperson Connors, and Councilperson Windus-Cook.  Also present were Finance Director 
Leisa Strabel, Superintendent of Highways Fred Perrine, Town Clerk Gail DeToy, Recreation 
Director Jim Nealon, and Deputy Town Clerk Marleen Cain.  Visitors present were Janet Olivieri 
from Redman Road and Jim Hamlin from 50 Park Avenue.   
 
 The Deputy Town Clerk read the legal notice of the hearing.  There is no one present 
from the Fire Department or Village.  The lack of information during the year and the lateness in 
receiving the budget information were discussed.  A request will be made again to receive 
information in a timelier manner.
